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Regulatory impact analysis of  the introduction of the norms of the EU acquis communautaire road transport into the Ukrainian legislation for the Ukrainian road hauliers
Following the request of the State Department for Legal Approximation under the Ministry of Justice of Ukraine, the Ukrainian-European Policy and Legal Advice Centre (UEPLAC) is conducting an impact assessment. The study is to estimate the impact of transposition and implementation of the norms of the EU acquis communautaire for the Ukrainian road haulers and, based on this analysis, both in terms of the approximation and implementation strategy in the sector and specific actions/measures (with financial estimates, where appropriate and possible), to elaborate policy recommendations as regards the priorities and pace of legislative approximation and implementation.
